This state of the art sports and recreation facility will be owned and operated by the 

Village of Rantoul, IL, and will be a 60+ acre facility located on the West side of 

Rantoul directly adjacent to Interstate 57 with convenient access to the region, and 

will serve as a Midwest destination. The Sports Complex will consist of 8 Baseball/

Softball fields, 2 Little League/Challenger Fields, and 8 Soccer/Football/Rugby/

Lacrosse  multi-purpose fields, that also could be utilized for many other sports and 

non sport activities. All of the fields will be artificial turf surfaces, allowing for heavy 

use and ensuring extended play and no weather cancellations. The construction of 

the Sports Complex will be funded by a combination of private contributions,     

sponsorships, donations and grants, as well as public funds. Construction of the 

Sports Complex has started and its completion and a grand opening will be in March 

of 2021.

CREATING  

OPPORTUNITY 

¶ A sports tourism destination location for Rantoul and Champaign County  

Recognizing the unserved sports tourism market in the Midwest, this facility will serve to bring visitors from 

throughout the region, and the nation, to Champaign County.  Most regional tournaments draw from a four -hour 

driving radius, which for Rantoul encompasses the St. Louis, Milwaukee, Chicago, Indianapolis, Cincinnati, and 

Louisville metro areas, allowing for a true midwestern hub for sports.  National sports organizations are also look-

ing for a midwestern turfed site to host tournaments.   

¶ An opportunity for EVERYONE to develop their fundamentals and passion for sports  

The Complex would also serve as a central location for community sports activities, providing our area boys and 

girls (and adults too!) the chance to learn sports fundamentals at a quality facility.  Whether it is football, soccer, 

baseball, softball, rugby, lacrosse, or a non-traditional sport, this facility will empower all youth from throughout 

Champaign County to enjoy the game.  The Complex will be home to athletes of all abilities, with two fields de-

signed specifically for those with special needs.   

¶ Employment opportunities both directly and indirectly  

More than just a sports facility, the Complex is meant to serve as an economic development driver for Rantoul and 

Champaign County.  The area development plan has also allowed space adjacent to the Complex for the develop-

ment of hotels, restaurants, and retail.  This means job creation in the hospitality industry, and between the new 

builds coupled with existing businesses, the Sports Complex and its use would support over 550 jobs in our com-

munity.   This investment, measured by the jobs created both during and after its construction, will lead to in-

creased quality of life for those able to obtain employment in and around the Complex.   

¶ An economic benefit to all of Champaign County  

Certainly, this Complex will provide an economic boost to a financially -distressed community, but it will not just 

be the Village of Rantoul that will benefit.  With additional sales tax generated by those who participate and visit, 

each school district in the County will see an increase to their revenues derived from the existing 1% Construction 

Tax.  Also, with the expected number of annual visitors to the facility, surrounding communities will benefit from 

sales, food and beverage, and hotel/motel tax, providing much -needed revenue to provide services to area resi-

dents and businesses.   

¶ Another cornerstone to community health and wellness  

This Complex serves as another anchor to the Villageõs commitment towards community health and wellness.  

Joining the Forum Fitness Center, the Aquatic Center, and miles of walking, hiking, and biking paths, this new 

facility, along with an upcoming expansion to the Forum, and desire for an Indoor Aquatic Center, emphasizes 

the importance of implementing an active community for residents of all ages.
