SUMMARY HIGHLIGHTS:

This Agenda item offers the project bid tabulation and recommendation for the roadway and
drainage improvemenis in the [linois Drive area. The base component of the project provides for
the mulling and re-surfacing of Illinois Drive from Clark Sireet to Pmecrest Drive. This project
also includes the installation of 464 of storm sewer that will be address drainage issues at the
intcrsection of inois Drive and Briarcliff, An additive alternate was prepared to address the
pavement unraveling along Englewood from Ilinois Drive to Bell Place,

This project was advertised and bids werc opened on July 30, 2009 at 2:30pm. Two (2) bids
were received (Bid Tabuladon attached) with Cross C enstruction. [ne. providing the lowest bid for
both aspects of the project. Cross Construction provided a base bid of $166.927 44 and a price of
$4B.072.56 for the additive alternate work for a total contract price of $215,000.00.

The project budget was initially established at $200.000.00 in Apnl using the bond fumds (hat
were not used in the WWTT improvements. [t would be Public Work's recommendation to award
both components of the project to this contractor, but also includes a praject cushion of $10,000 to
address any unforesecn issues that might arise during exeavation or from a maoditication in material
quanuties. The additonal funds of $25,000 arc proposcd from remaining WWTP bond funds not
¥elexpended.

The contractor has crews available to begin this project in carly Sepiember and should complcie
the work well before the contract completion date of November 15, 2009,

RECOMMENDED ACTION: Authorize the award ol a contract tor the lllinois Drive roadway
improvements to Cross Construction, Inc. in the amount of $1606.927.44 for the base bid
component, the award of the additive alternate in the arnount of $48,072.56, and the approval of a
project contimgency fund of $10,000.00.
